· Student, Michael Carlson has brainstormed the idea of SA organizing a trip to Las Vegas, NV. No official plans or dates have been set for trip. 

· SA would like to organize the first annual Holiday party, potluck/round robin style. Since space is always an issue the idea was brought up to have the party at Canyon Complex in the different classrooms. Each room would have different category of foods (appetizers, desserts, salad, main dish, etc.) Students would be asked to bring a dish to the party.

· A group idea is to ask SPAC if they would like to participate by donating money to provide drinks, turkey, ham or if they would be interested in bringing food to the party. SA and SPAC would be in charge of main dishes.  

· The tentative date is Wednesday, December 17, 2003. Do officers feel that lunch would be the best time for party? 

· Other proposed ideas for the party are to have the students bring canned food or toiletries so SA can donate to a local food bank. 

· Would SA like to purchase turkey and ham and ask SPAC to bring rolls or side dishes? No definite plans have been set, just brainstorming ideas. 

· Shauna and Kim will provide the group of the amount of money that can be allocated for year round activities.

The group came up with the following ideas to address this issue:

Have two multilevel campaigns a year. The campaign would include something along the lines of sending out a general brochure to students and organize student meetings with division liaison and go to each division and have quarterly meetings (October-December, January-March, April-June, and July-September). 

Omar would like to go out and find students and just have a little one-on-one with students to increase visibility.
