Question 1- I’m getting ready to go back to school for the fall, but I would like to
come back over Winter Break to work. How should I handle the exiting procedures?

Answer 1- Make sure you and your mentor are clear on when you will be returning
to the Laboratory this winter; this will make returning a smooth process. Before you
check out for the summer, your group’s administrators will have you fill out some
paper-work and return your badge. They will then transfer you to “casual” status,
therefore permitting you to return to work at a later date. Also talk to your HR
generalist so they are aware of your situation. Please remember to fill out the exit
survey on the student page of the LANL website, even if you are switching to
“casual” status. It is recommended that you stay in contact with your mentor while
you are away at school.
